Background

IAP2 Canada St. Lawrence Chapter gained its chapter status in March 2013.  The Chapter joins four other local chapters representing IAP2 members across Canada.  The catchment area for the St. Lawrence Chapter/Section Saint-Laurent includes IAP2 Canada members in the following areas of Eastern Ontario, Cornwall north to Petawawa, east to Perth, Brockville, the National Capital Region and all of Québec.  We also welcome members from any other geographical area who wish to participate in a chapter committed to bilingualism.
IAP2 Canada is the Canadian affiliate of the International Association for Public Participation (IAP2). For almost 20 years IAP2 has been a leader in the development of effective practices, guidelines, standards, training and research on public participation (also referred to as engagement and consultation). As of January 1, 2011, IAP2 became a federation of national affiliates and IAP2 Canada was incorporated as a Canadian non-share capital corporation to be the national affiliate for Canada. 

IAP2 Canada St. Lawrence Chapter will be the local organization that helps to deliver the positive potential of public participation in the above noted catchment area. An integral part of that mission is actively promoting sound, effective public participation practices that adhere to the IAP2 Core Values for Public Participation and an established Code of Ethics. We bring together members for networking, training and professional development.
IAP2 Canada St. Lawrence Chapter is presently managed by a volunteer steering committee. 
IAP2 Canada St. Lawrence Chapter is seeking leaders to run for the Executive Committee. The Chapter is committed to seeking a diverse pool of candidates to guide the long-term vision of the chapter and IAP2 Canada.  These are two-year volunteer positions that will begin immediately following the Annual General Meeting, scheduled for in February 2015.
All candidates must be a member in good standing with IAP2 Canada and interested in working within a bilingual environment. Bilingualism is not required. Nominees should have relevant professional and/or volunteer qualifications and the interest and desire to advance the objectives of both IAP2 Canada and member’s interests through the local chapter.
Available Positions

Candidates may be nominated by others or may self-nominate.  The Executive Committee will have no more than 12 members. The Committee will require a diversity of skills, positions will  include a President, Vice-President, Secretary, Treasurer, and up to 8 members-at-large.  Members at large will include roles such as Communications, Training, and events management.

The committee will have at least 2 of the total members from Quebec and 2 from Ontario.
Where the number of nominees is equal to or less than the number of roles on the Executive Committee, the Chair of the Nominating Committee shall immediately declare the nominees as affirmed.  If there are more than 12 interested nominees, an election is held. Once elected, the Executive Committee will meet to determine the individuals to fill the roles of the Executive Committee.
